To achieve this, we would like to meet with at least one parent/guardian and their child 
early in term 4 (COVID restrictions permitting) to complete a short pre-school assessment. This assessment 
along with an informal chat will take approximately 15-30 minutes.  Dates and times will be sent out at the 
beginning of term 4.  
 
Prep Entry Assessments 
In 2022 Prep students will commence full time school on Monday 7 February. This allows teachers to complete 
Prep Entry Assessments during the first 5 days of school from Monday 31st January- Friday 4th February. Families 
will be invited to book an assessment block which suits them best during that week. After this first week, prep 
students will commence full time schooling.

Get Set for Prep- A Positive Start To School 

 
 

At Kismet Park Primary School we strive to achieve a smooth, positive transition from Kindergarten to Primary 
School. Our Kinder ς tǊŜǇ ¢Ǌŀƴǎƛǘƛƻƴ ǿƘƛŎƘ ǿŜ Ŏŀƭƭ ΨGet Set for PrepΗΩ ŎƻƳƳŜƴŎŜs with orientation sessions in 
November/December in the year before your child starts school.  
 

Preparing Your Child for School the year before 
Starting school is an exciting time for students and families. It can be a big step, particularly for those starting 
prep. The year before starting prep here are some things that can help the transition and ease any stress you 
or your child may be feeling. These include: 

¶ asking what they think about starting school 

¶ encouraging your child to ask questions about going to school 

¶ encouraging your child to do things on their own. This could be dressing, going to the toilet, washing their 
hands, unwrapping their food and opening and closing their drink bottle and lunchbox 

¶ talking to friends and other family members about what school is like. 

 
Preparing Your Child for School over the Christmas holidays 
As the year comes to an end and it gets closer to the school year here 
are some things that can make the transition much easier for your child 
and everyone involved. These include: 
¶ showing your child where the school is and talk about how you will 

get there 
¶ if possible, arrange play dates with other families whose children will 

be going to Kismet Park PS 
¶ practice the things your child will need to do to get ready for school 

(putting things in their bags, wearing a hat) 
¶ being positive about starting school and enjoying ȅƻǳǊ ŎƘƛƭŘΩǎ 

excitement 
¶ teaching your child to use the shared toilets  
¶ teaching your child to take his/her jumper off by themselves 
¶ establish a positive sleep routine. 
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Preparing Your Child for the first day of school 
As the holidays come to an end and term 1 approaches, here are some handy things you can do for your child 
to make the first day of school as easy as possible; 
¶ make sure your child knows who will take them to school and pick them up on the first day 
¶ help your child organise their clothes, hat, shoes and socks the night before 
¶ help your child pack their school bag with a piece of fruit, a snack, lunch, a drink and a school hat 
¶ place a spare pair of underpants and a change of clothes in a plastic bag. Let your child know these clothes 

are in their bag in case of any accidents at school.

Best foot forward!  

 
 

Children begin school with varying abilities. At Kismet Park PS we embrace that and differentiate learning 
where necessary. In our experience, we believe that your child will start with the best foot forward if they know 
or have started learning how to do the following. Further information will be provided in the Parent 
Information Pack you will receive prior to your child starting school. This is usually distributed at the end of the 
previous year when pre-prep assessments occur.  
 
We encourage your child to: 

̘ say his or her full name and address 

̘ recognise letters of the alphabet and numbers 

̘ recognise his or her OWN NAMED belongings (e.g. labelled school hat, uniform, bag etc.) 

̘ take his or her own jacket/ jumper off when hot 

̘ be responsible for their belongings and know how to put things away after use 

̘ use a tissue properly and knowing the importance of covering the mouth when coughing or sneezing 

̘ use the toilet independently (remembering that school toilets have a different set up to home bathrooms 
e.g. boys using a urinal and locks on toilet doors) 

 

Personal information between parent and teacher 

 
Parents should always make the teacher aware of any information ǘƘŀǘ Ƴŀȅ ŀŦŦŜŎǘ ǘƘŜƛǊ ŎƘƛƭŘΩǎ ŦƛǊǎǘ ȅŜŀǊ ƻŦ 
prep. To ensure a smooth transition into school please speak to the classroom teacher if you have any 
concerns regarding: 
1. Eyesight, hearing and speech 
2. Medical conditions, needs and allergies 
3. Recent diagnosis of asthma/anaphylaxis  
4. Concerns your child may have about school 
5. Any family matters that may affect their transition 
6. Change in address, contact phone numbers and/ or arrangements for collecting your child 
7. Parental pick up restrictions. 
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Accidents Happen  

 
 

Going to the toilet at school can be confusing for young children because at school students need to ask for 
permission to go to the toilet. We encourage all students to stay hydrated throughout the day, therefore they 
drink more frequently than at home. Younger students can be very preoccupied on an activity or more 
commonly on the iPad, and they try and hold off going to the toilet, which can cause unexpected accidents. 
During the transition program we introduce the students to the routine of going to the toilet during breaks 
and show them where the junior toilets are. 
Please ensure that your child goes to the toilet before school each day and that they are also aware of any 
spare clothing they have in their school bag. All spare clothing should be kept in a plastic bag. ΨAŎŎƛŘŜƴǘŀƭΩ 
wet clothing will be placed into the bag and sent home again for cleaning. 
 
Please note our policy is to allow all children requesting to go to the toilet to do so immediately. We also 
remind students throughout the day to go to the toilet during their recess and lunch breaks to avoid missing 
learning time. 

 

Lunch, snacks and fruit snack

large enough to hold all learning items as well as large lunch boxes.  

 
Just before 11am, Prep teachers allow time for students to eat their morning tea snack (recess food) in their 
classrooms. All uneaten snack foods are taken out to the picnic tables near classrooms or placed back into 
their school bags. As students become more independent throughout primary school, the eating time for 
morning tea is reduced and learning time is maximised.  
 
All students at Kismet are given 15 minutes each day to eat their lunch. This is an allocated time between 
1:15pm- 1:30pm. This is enough time to eat what has been packed. We discourage students taking their 
lunchboxes outside during play time as this is when lunchboxes go missing.  

 
Parents tend to over pack initially but quickly work out the right amount of food to give their child when food 
that was packed in the morning returns home in the evening.

 The first day of prep 

 
Unlike a normal day at school, the first day is different as the 
preps will be welcomed in small groups at staggered start times. 
This allows the classroom teacher to welcome each 
student/family personally and makes the first day less chaotic for 
everyone.  You will receive an arrival time and location

Your child's teacher will be busy settling the Preps in on this first 
morning, so we would appreciate your cooperation by:  
ǒ Arriving at your assigned time. 
ǒ Introducing yourself to the classroom teacher. 
ǒ Assisting your child with their name tag (usually close to the 

door). 
ǒ Helping your child to locate their name and space for their 

school bag.   
ǒ Assisting your child with unpacking their play lunch, library 

bag, chair bag and art smock. 
ǒ Finding your child's locker tub and placing these articles in it. 
ǒ Assisting your child to select an activity set out by the teacher. 
ǒ Reassuring your child that this is exciting and pointing out 

other prep students your child may know already.   
ǒ When your child is settled, slip away quietly.  Please try to make the separation as calm and positive as 

possible.  
 

 

Prep entry assessment 

 
Every prep will be allocated a timeslot during the first 5 days of school from Monday 31st 
January- Friday 4th February. Prep students do not attend school during this time and are 
only required to attend their scheduled prep entry assessment.  
 
All Victorian Primary Schools are required to assess students on entry to Prep. Parents will

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Primary School Nursing Program  

 
The Primary School Nursing Program is a service offered by the Department of Education and Training to all 
children attending primary schools. The aim of the program is to provide all Victorian students the opportunity 
to have a health assessment in their first year of primary school. You will be given the School Entrant Health 
Questionnaire to complete sometime during the first year.  
 
In completing the School Entrant Health Questionnaire, you will be asked to provide information about your 
ŎƘƛƭŘΩǎ ƘŜŀƭǘƘ ƘƛǎǘƻǊȅ ŀƴŘ ŀƴȅ ŎƻƴŎŜǊƴǎ ȅƻǳ Ƴŀȅ ƘŀǾŜ ŀōƻǳǘ ȅƻǳǊ ŎƘƛƭŘΩǎ development.

Medical Information  

 
Kismet Park Primary School has a First Aid Coordinator who is on site 5 days per week. As ǇŀǊǘ ƻŦ YƛǎƳŜǘ tŀǊƪΩǎ 
commitment to meeting the needs of our students. Kismet Park Primary has a suite of First Aid policies that 
are followed. These include: 
 
Administration of medication 
The Administration of medication policy explains to parents/carers, students and staff the processes Kismet 
Park Primary School will follow to safely manage the provision of medication to students while at school or 
school activities, including camps and excursions. 
If a student requires medication, Kismet Park Primary School encourages parents to arrange for the medication 
to be taken outside of school hours. However, Kismet Park Primary School understands that students may need 
to take medication at school or during school activities. To support students to do so safely, Kismet Park 
Primary School will follow the procedures set out in this policy. 
In most cases, parents/carers should arrange for written advice about required medications to be provided in 
a Medication Authority Form. 
For most students, Kismet Park Primary School will store student medication at the sick bay (unless otherwise 
approved by Kismet Management).  
We do not permit students to carry medications on their person or within their school bags. Exceptions to this 
may be applied in certain circumstances.  
 
Anaphylaxis  
The Anaphylaxis policy explains to Kismet Park Primary School parents, carers, staff and students the processes 
and procedures in place to support students diagnosed as being at risk of suffering from anaphylaxis. This policy

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Student  Wellbeing  

 
At Kismet Park Primary we have long recognised the importance of healthy minds for students to accept the 
daily social and learning challenges in a positive and constructive manner. This is demonstrated through our 
commitment to the School Wide Positive Behaviours Support (SWPBS) whole school program, Resilience, 
Rights and Respectful Relationship (teaching for social and emotional learning otherwise known as the RRRRs- 
The 4Rs) and Better Buddies (Alannah & Madeleine Foundation).  
 
To further enhance Student Engagement & Wellbeing, Kismet Park PS strives to: 

¶ Build a positive school community. 

¶ Cater for the social and emotional learning for all students. 

¶ Work alongside parents/ guardians and carers. 

¶ Support and assist students with mental health challenges. 
 
School Wide Positive Behaviours 
SWPB is a whole school approach which aims to create an environment which 
encourages effective learning through the development of a positive, calm 
and welcoming atmosphere. We promote positive feedback to students and 
model and encourage all students to behave appropriately. Learning 
appropriate social skills is equally as valuable as teaching and learning how 
to read or complete maths.  
 
As part of our School Wide Positive Behaviour Program, we support a 
Responsible Thinking Room (RTR) to actively and promptly respond to 
inappropriate behaviour and to promote the high expectations we have at 
Kismet Park.  RTR is consistent with our current philosophy of restorative 
practice which asserts that nothing worthwhile can be achieved outside the 
concept of respectful, quality relationships and reflective processes.  
 
Working in conjunction with the SWPB program our Ψ/ƘƻƛŎŜ .ŀƴƴŜǊΩ works 
to complement our Yatta card rewards system, which is very popular 
amongst the students at Kismet Park.  Recognition of the positive choices 
students make in and outside the classroom is made at our school assemblies 
on a regular basis. This system promotes visible learning and is consistent in 
all classrooms at Kismet Park Primary School. 

 
RRRR 
The Resilience, Rights and Respectful Relationships program aims to ŘŜǾŜƭƻǇ ǎǘǳŘŜƴǘǎΩ ǎƻŎƛŀƭΣ ŜƳƻǘƛƻƴŀƭ ŀƴŘ 
positive relationship skills. Efforts to promote social and emotional skills and positive gender norms in 
children and young people has been shown to improve health related outcomes and subjective wellbeing. It 
also reduces antisocial behaviours including engagement in gender-related violence. 

The RRRR cover eight topics of Social and Emotional Learning across all levels of primary education: Emotional 
Literacy; Personal Strengths; Positive Coping; Problem Solving; Stress Management; Help Seeking; Gender 
and Identity; and Positive Gender Relationships. 
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Better Buddies  
Research shows that a formalised buddy system teaches, and gives children the 
opportunity to practise the important values of respect, care, valuing 
difference, responsibility, friendship and including others.  Through looking 
after and caring for smaller, younger children who are in the first year of school, 
older children learn the skills associated with empathy and compassion through 
activities in the classroom and in the playground.  Teaching pro-social values 
and skills can also contribute to the development of resilience, a protective 
factor for children if they experience hardship or loss. 
 

 
 
 

Attendance and Being Late to School- Every Day Counts! 
 
Children achieve better when they attend school all day, every day. If your child 
is absent from school, it is essential that you notify us by letter, telephone or in 
person regarding such absence. The only acceptable reason for ŀ ǎǘǳŘŜƴǘΩǎ 
absence is illness. Please do not permit your child to be absent for other 
reasons.  An SMS message will be sent for any unexplained absences each 
morning. Late arrival - Students who arrive at school after 8.50am must report 
to the office to sign in and receive a Late Pass to take to the teacher. Early 
departure - If you need to collect your child during the day, please report to the 
school office, not the classroom. Your child will be paged and you will be 
required to sign him/her out. This is a security measure to ensure the safety of 
your child.

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Our core business  
 

At Kismet Park PS, all year level teams plan the curriculum collaboratively in scheduled planning sessions 
every week. Our teachers use student data and assessments to drive the teaching and learning in their 
classrooms. 
At Kismet Park we follow the Workshop Model for all of our curriculum areas. The Workshop Model follows 
this structure: 

 
 

English 
The English curriculum consists of three key areas, Reading and Viewing, Writing and Speaking and Listening. 
 
In Reading and Viewing the Prep students will be working towards:  
¶ using predicting and questioning strategies to make meaning from texts 
¶ recalling one or two events from texts with familiar topics 
¶ understanding that there are different types of texts and that these can have similar characteristics 
¶ identifying connections between texts and their personal experience 
¶ reading short predictable texts with familiar vocabulary and supportive images, drawing on their 

developing knowledge of concepts about print and sound and letters 
¶ identifying the letters of the English alphabet and use the sounds represented by most letters. 

 

In Writing the Prep students will be working towards:  
¶ using familiar words and phrases and images to convey ideas 
¶ writing showing evidence of letter and sound knowledge, beginning writing behaviours and 

experimentation with capital letters and full stops 
¶ correctly forming all upper- and lower-case letters 

 

In Speaking and Listening the Prep students will be working towards:  
¶ listening to and use appropriate interaction skills to respond to others in a familiar environment. They  
¶ identifying rhyme, letter patterns and sounds in words  
¶ understanding that their texts can reflect their own experiences 
¶ identifying and describe likes and dislikes about familiar texts, objects, characters and events. In informal 

group and whole-class settings, students communicate clearly 
¶ retelling events and experiences with peers and known adults 
¶ identifying and use rhyme, letter patterns and sounds in words.
